TECHNOLOGICAL ADVANCEMENTS

CVIEW

IT and Troop | worked to implement the Commercial
Vehicle Information Exchange Window (CVIEW)
program for use within the Kansas Highway Patrol. CVIEW
is a compilation of information from state and federal
databases related to commercial motor vehicles. The
database contains commercial vehicle registration,
fuel taxation, and safety data information. It also
contains links fo CDLIS, which provides commercial
driver's license information.

MICRO

The Information Technology division began upgrading
the Patrol's Microsoft Office software to Office 2007. The
upgraded programs included Microsoft Word, Excel,
PowerPoint, and Access.

The Infrastructure section began efforts to change
the network backbone from Novell to completely
Microsoft. This project will allow for easier user login and
application access, while saving the agency money
and reducing the maintenance effort for IT.

NE CONVERSION

The E-citation committee, with the Traffic Record
Coordinating Council and KCIJIS began ftrying to
determine what options might be available for a
statewide electronic citation system.

KLER

The Patrol confinued development of the Kansas Law
Enforcement Reporting system (KLER). The application
will replace AFRS (Automated Field Reporting System).
Like AFRS, KLER will be utilized by KHP and other Kansas
law enforcement agenciesforelectronic casereporting.
Meetings were held with various law enforcement
agencies from around the state as the program was
developed. The Patrol will be the first agency to use
KLER, but it will eventually be deployed statewide.

INCAR CAMERAS

The Patrol took final steps foward securing new digital
in-car camera systems for use in patrol vehicles. In 2008
the project plan was approved, a field test performed,
and a vendor selected. Implementations of the new
WatchGuard DV-1 systems are set to begin in 2009.
The system selected includes three cameras including
front, internal cabin, and rear-facing views. In addition,
the systems feature distinct internal and external
microphones, simultaneous recording and burn on the
fly capabilities.

UPCRADED FELD LAPTOPS

The Special Response Team and Command Bus
received upgraded field laptops in 2008. The laptops
assist specialty units within the Pafrol during their
response to emergency situations and disasters.
